ral and unique shooting stations connected
along a course trail. At each station, participants
attempt to shoot airborne clay targets simulating
gamebird wingshooting (and even a couple of
bouncing "rabbit" targets). Small groups of 2to 5
persons tour the course, and at each station take
turns shooting at a set number of targets, usually 8
or 10 per person per station. Scoring is easy - each target equals one point,
the shooter with the most points wins.
